Action Taken: Under section 36 of the Health Professions Act, Dr. David MacKenzie 

entered into a Consent Agreement. In the Consent Agreement, Dr. MacKenzie admitted 

that contrary to Part 5 of the College's Professional Conduct Handbook (the "PCH"), he  

 

• entered into arrangements with patients for the billing or payment of fees for 

services that covered multiple patient visits,  

 

• accepted payment for services not yet rendered to patients,  

 
Dr. MacKenzie consented to a reprimand, a 7-day suspension, payment of a fine of 

$25,000, the College conducting two inspections of his office at his own cost, and 

payment of costs of $800. He also entered into an undertaking to successfully complete 

the PROBE Canada Ethics and Boundaries Program within six months of the date of 

signing the Consent Agreement, repay to patients any amounts still held pursuant to 

billing arrangements contrary to Part 5 of the PCH, and strictly adhere to the 

requirements of Part 5 going forward.
